1) I, on behalf of my national body, have continued to follow the work of ARG -- contributing to the review of draft 13 of the RM -- and HRG  -- contributing to the review of the Ada Annex to the WG23 TR --.
2) My impression of Ada 2012 is that it has become a very rich but also
very complex language. The scale of complexity growth can be inferred
from looking at the AARM (which is public) as well as from technical 
ramifications of some ARG-level discussions (which is restricted). 
I fear that the Rationale will not be enough to facilitate the user access 
to the language and further initiatives have to be taken to help that process
while further existing teaching material gets updated. 
WG9 may perhaps be a facilitator to that end. I would welcome a discussion
on this matter.

Ada-Europe would like to inform the WG9 convener that it will send a 2 person Ada-Europe liaison delegation to Meeting #61 in Denver, CO, USA on Thursday 10 November 2011.

As mentioned in the June meeting, the next Ada-Europe conference is scheduled for June 11-15, 2012, in Stockholm, Sweden, and WG9 is planned to have meeting #62 there.  In the mean-time, the decision has been taken to hold the Ada-Europe 2013 conference in Berlin, Germany, under the organization of Ada-Germany; the date will be June 10-14, and the exact location will be decided early next year. As usual, WG9 is invited to schedule one of its next meetings there.

An update about Ada-Europe's first student programming contest entitled "the Ada Way" and intended to attract interest to Ada in the educational environment.  Entries are still open until the end of the year.  Some submissions are known to be in the making and will see the light of day in the next few weeks.  After assessing their quality Ada-Europe will decide how to shape the continuation of the initiative.  If WG9 members would have comments or ideas, those would be appreciated.

Ada-Europe continues its commitment to support Ada 2012, along with its rationale, and Ada language maintenance in general.  Hence we are ready to continue to support the editor.  We continue to support the WG9 convener, hopefully together with SIGAda and the ARA, but would
like to probe the plans for post-2012 meetings.  We appreciate the convener's effort in making remote participation in the WG9 meeting at SIGAda possible.

We also started the publication of the Rationale 2012 series, written by John Barnes, in the September 2011 issue of the Ada User Journal. The following issues will each present a new chapter.  Future plans are to publish the Rationale and Reference Manual in Springer's
LNCS series.

Some of us wonder whether WG9 should, after the release of Ada 2012, concentrate on language tool support easier to develop than ASIS. Ada 2012 is a very complex language, and tool support to work with it, over and above editor, compiler, and debugger, will be badly needed
to help users approach it.

Finally, we are very happy that Spain is now an official member of WG9.

Report from WG23 (formerly OWG):

Since the Edinburgh meeting (see previous report), WG23 had a 3-day telecon meeting on October 3-5. During this meeting:

· the text of four vulnerabilities in parallel programming were thoroughly reviewed and edited;

· a new clause 8 was added to the base document, so that new vulnerability write-ups could be added an have a standing, while the corresponding write-ups in the languages annexes are created. The contents of clause 8 migrate into the Clause 6 or 7 with the next edition.

· comments on the C annex were processed

· a Python annex was introduced

· a new work item on code signing was presented and discussed.
A revised CD of the base document will go out together with the annexes for C, Ada, SPARK, Ruby, and Python. For the revision thereafter annexes are envisaged for COBOL, C++, FORTRAN, PHP, and SQL. At present, there is no discernable work going on for the C++ Annex (obviously the language standard is much more important at the present time.)

A December 15-17 meeting of WG23 is scheduled in Washington, D.C.. The subsequent meetings are in Ottawa (March 28-30, 2012) and Stuttgart (June 20-22, 2012).

Open Action Items and Unimplemented Resolutions

This is the "To Do" list for WG9. Some are informal action items assigned to various participants. Some are formal resolutions, which are not yet implemented. Some items are simply in suspense awaiting action by other groups.
Action Item 50-1

Investigate the possibility that ANSI might be willing to sell the revised ASIS standard ISO/IEC 15291:200x inexpensively, i.e. at a price similar to that of programming language standards -- $18.

Status: Open. It has been surprisingly difficult to obtain the appropriate contact information. Bill Thomas will look into this further and get back to us at the next meeting (#56). 

ANSI does not set the prices. If they get a standard from ISO, then ISO sets the price and ANSI must conform to the prices set by ISO. ANSI could designate another organization to sell an ISO standard, but the ISO price must still be satisfied. 

Is there an alternative to investigate here to distribute non-standard materials? Also look into the steps that John Benito has taken to distribute the C standard. 

Bill Thomas will investigate further and report back at meeting #61.

Schedule for the generation of the new revision of the Ada Standard

The current schedule was to deliver a ‘final’ draft copy to WG 9 for review in early Sept 2011.  National Bodies were then expected to review this copy and be prepared to discuss any outstanding issues at the WG 9 meeting in Denver in November 2011.  A final draft version for ISO was to be submitted in January 2012.  
The ‘final’ draft copy to WG 9 was available for review last week (about a month late). The request for a one month review by the WG 9 membership is intended to help to get the document to SC 22 in time to make the 2012 release date. 
Amendment or Revision? It is a Revision although not all changes have been made to document and there are some places where “Amendment” is used. Revision is full standard rather than a delta document. So Ed’s report should be modified to say “Revision”? It is the 3rd Edition of Ada although we’re going thru the Revision process.  This will be released as a new Revision – full standard rather than a delta-document from the earlier standard and corrigendum and annex. 

Is there a need to do one more round of revision prior to the ‘final’ review? Should the document that we have go out today for the National Body review? Or should there be another ARG review and then take that document as the National Body review for WG9.  
Now opportunity for 7 month cycle (see Steve Michell info) instead of 12 month cycle. Lengthening the period will not really affect any further changes. John concerned about length of time writing Rationale. So defer the formal review until end of January (27th is last Friday).

Joyce, from emails she has seen, indicates some rough edges. There are still some issues (France indicates some). It depends upon whether or not it is risky. Draft is unofficial but we are asking for comments from NBs as if it were an official document; official document goes to ISO when we’re done with it. If we had the time, we would probably do another review. Maybe ARG should be commissioned to generate comments as we go forward with this next review. Rules must be clear and address only the new 2012 stuff, not 83 or 95 or 2005 stuff. Thus, the document should be a little cleaner before going to SC22. Take what we have now as CD for WG9 at end of March – email vote will be done. Do we want another review period or not? Leave document out there for review until end of January. Ideally between end of January and April there will be a very small number of changes. Make sure that first review is informal one then another document for review for 4 weeks and that is the one will be voted on (review until end of Jan, mid Feb; then end of April). Joyce, extending review until 15 Jan (in actuality will arrive end of Jan) for comments then mid-March/early-April for CD. Vote come in April. Final tech content is agreed to in 2012 for SC22. Seems that Living Lab process may get it completed in this time frame.
The plan now is for the document that has been distributed to stay open for review until 15 January. The Convener will send out an email to the WG-9 National Bodies to review the ‘FINAL’ version of the document (http://www.ada-auth.org/standards/ada12.html) , comments to be made on the 2012 changes and features, any comments on other parts of the standard should be submitted to Ada Comment as an AI.

Then the ARG will take all of the comments and produce a Committee Draft document to be circulated to WG 9 for vote to send forward to SC 22 / ISO for publication. This Committee Draft document will be distributed to WG 9 on 1 March with a request for an electronic vote of approval to forward to SC 22 as a Committee Draft.  The review/vote period will end on 2 April.  Assuming that there is approval of WG 9 to forward the document to SC 22, the Convener will enter the document into the ISO ‘living lab’ process.
Resolution 61-6          Action 61-1
State of the Validation

On Jan 9 2004, became responsible for running validation.  Have not run any since then.  We have not had any validations in the last 10 years.  In a sense, this does not mean that there is no value in having a validation suite as the compiler vendors use this as a reference that all compilers pass.  But there is little use of this capability from the user community.
What should we be doing with ACATS and the Validation process. 

Randy made an effort to publish the requirements for a good validation test.

Maybe Ada Europe’s next coding contest will be the next set of Validation tests – bonus points for breaking compilation systems with valid tests.

Do not want to populate the ACATS with random tests.  Want to maintain the quality of the test suites.  Perhaps there would be a way to use the open source community to get the tests written and maintained. And then offer a fee-for-service to run the validation suite against compilers etc. but the creation of tests could be in the open source domain.
A lot of the value here is to raise the profile of Ada in the community.

Resolution 61-7
State of ASIS

The basic issue is that there is only one complete working implementation of ASIS. Regarding ASIS 2012, a lot of the things that are proposed by the ARG do not fit well with ASIS and are unlikely to be implemented.   If we continue on the current plan, the implementation of ASIS will be out of line with Ada 2012.

So, the question is whether we should stop work on ASIS or discuss what should be done in the ASIS implementation to make it work with 2012.

What about big users of ASIS? Where do they sit on the spectrum?  Using whatever is provided by NAP.
There are tools like Cheddar are being used in a way like ASIS.  And other University tools that are being used.

The ARG is not going to spend any time on this right now.  There are still differences between Ada 1995 and Ada 2005 that need to be resolved before pushing onto 2012.

The Convener will investigate the processes that need to be followed to use the ‘living lab’ procedures.
