The Plenary will be held at The Orchid at Mauna Lani about 25 miles/40 kms to the north of Kailua-Kona (or, more simply, Kona) on the northwest coast of the Big Island of Hawaii.

· PASSPORT and VISA

Participants are advised to consult with their travel agent or with the American Embassy or Consulate (http://www.state.gov/ and select visas) in their country to see if there are any special requirements for entering the United States, such as a visa. Note that since Hawaii is an island, there are strict limits on the admission of certain plant, animals, and other materials, so check with your travel agent.

If any substantiating documentation, such as an "Invitation Letter", is required for you to acquire a visa, please advise the Host Contact as soon as possible.

· Accommodation

All participants are advised to stay at The Orchid at Mauna Lani during the meeting. This hotel is one of the very best on the island and we have negotiated an excellent rate. There are no hotels with a better combination of price, facilities, and convenience to the meeting site in this area.

The room rate (for either single or double occupancy) is US$165 per night. (The rooms will have either one king-size bed or two regular-size double beds.) This does not include a tax of 11.5%, a  $12 per night resort fee (which entitles you to a number of services and activities), a one-time $12 porterage fee (for handling your luggage at check-in and check-out), or a $2 per day housekeeping fee (so there is no need to tip housekeeping staff). There is no charge for children under the age of 18, sharing the same room as the adult(s). There is a charge of $50 per night for a third adult in the room. No more than two adults with up to two children, or three adults may occupy a room.

Reservations can be made directly, on-line. The name of our group is “American National Standards Institute”.

The room rate is also valid for up to 3 nights before the plenary starts and/or 3 nights after the plenary ends.

Major international credits cards (such as Visa, MasterCard, and American Express) are accepted.

Check in time is 1500. Check out time is 1200.

Note 1: To get this excellent room rate, commission is not payable on room reservations; that is, if you ask a travel agent to make your booking, they will not get any commission. 

Note 2: If you need to cancel your reservation, you must do so at least 7 days prior to your scheduled arrival; otherwise, you will be charged for at least 2 nights.

· Site-seeing

There are many things to see and do on the Big Island. One place to start looking is at the hotel’s website, http://www.orchid-maunalani.com/ At that site, follow these links: Public relations/Media, The Orchid’s Press Kit, Fact Sheet, and Hawaii Island.

· Transportation

The main airport on the Big Island is at Kailua-Kona (25 miles/40 kms south of the hotel/meeting site). There is a smaller one at Hilo (75 miles/120 kms southeast of the hotel/meeting site). There is regular service to Kona from the international airports in Honolulu (on the main Hawaiian island of Oahu), Los Angeles, San Francisco, and other major U.S. cities, depending on the airline you chose.

If you want to rent a car, the major international companies are represented at Kona airport. Note that rental cars are not supposed to be driven on certain roads up the mountain (highway 200 – Saddle Road). 4WD rentals are available. If you rent a convertible (that is, a car in which the roof folds down), be careful of sunburn. Having a rental car will allow you to eat or shop in the nearby town of Waimea (also known as Kamuela), or in Kona. 

Directions to the hotel from the Kona airport: Set your odometer to zero at the airport stoplight.  Turn left (north) onto the highway (highway 19).  Drive north about 20 minutes, past the helicopter field at Waikoloa Road, which joins from the right (east). Soon after, when your odometer reads 19.5 miles/31 km, turn left into the road that leads to the Orchid at Mauna Lani Resort, the Mauna  Lani Resort, and the Mauna Lani Golf Club.  Follow the signs to the Orchid and pull into the grand front entry, allow the valets to welcome you and to handle everything for you.

The Budget car rental company has a facility at the hotel should you want to rent a car there.

For those not renting a car, taxis are available to and from the Kona airport.

· Insurance

Hawaii is generally a safe place, provided one takes normal precautions. The host cannot accept any responsibility for any accidents, losses and/or damages that may occur. Delegates are advised to obtain travel, medical, personal accident and luggage insurance in their home country, prior to departure.

· Climate

The west coast (called the Kohala Coast) averages only 8.7 inches/220mm of rainfall per year. In September (autumn), temperatures will range from 70–85F/20–30C. Bring a sun hat and suntan lotion, and don’t underestimate the intensity of the sun at this latitude and time of the year.

· General information

Currency— U.S. dollar bills come in denominations of 1, 5, 10, 20, 50, and 100. ($2 bills do exist, but are rare.). Coins are in denominations of 1, 5, 10, and 25 cents. (50 cent, or half dollar, coins do exist, but are rare. There is a new $1 coin, but it is also not so common.)

Currency exchange— Exchange services are provided at the Kona airport and at the resort hotel (where the rate will likely be less favorable). US$ travelers checks can be used.

Credit cards— Visa, MasterCard and American Express are widely accepted.

Tax— Hawaii has a state sales tax of 4.16% on most purchases.

Emergency Numbers—Dial the hotel operator, or from a public phone, 911.

Time Zone— Hawaii Time zone, GMT –10 hours. No daylight savings adjustment is made.

Electricity supply—110 V, 60 Hz.
